IRISH WETLAND CONSERVATIONIST WINS TOP NATURE CONSERVATION AWARD
PRESENTED BY HRH THE PRINCESS ROYAL AT UK CEREMONY
HRH The Princess Royal will tomorrow announce the winners of the UK’s top conservation prize - The Whitley Award – to a packed audience at the Royal Geographical Society, London.  Among the XXX winners is Irishman Graham McCulloch, who has gained recognition for his work to conserve Botswana’s Makgadikgadi wetland ecosystem and Flamingo habitat.

Each year these prestigious Awards are given to recognise some of the world’s most effective nature conservation leaders.  Since 1994, Whitley Awards have been awarded annually by UK-based conservation charity the Whitley Fund for Nature (WFN), and are now worth GBP £30,000 each.  The Awards are one of the largest nature conservation awards available and recognise outstanding conservation work by individuals around the world fighting to safeguard the planet’s resources and wildlife. WFN gave GBP £1 million in Awards and Grants last year.

Speaking about the 2005 Winners and why they impressed the Judging Panel, Sir David Attenborough, the famous wildlife documentary broadcaster and Trustee of the Whitley Fund for Nature, said, ‘The standard of applications from all corners of the world was this year very high, but what impressed the panel most about all this years’ winners is their vital understanding of the need to incorporate local people in efforts to conserve wildlife.’  

By initiating their participation in monitoring and conservation activities, McCulloch is helping combine his scientific knowledge of the wetland with a growing sense of responsibility and conservation awareness among locals.  This approach will help ensure the Makgadikgadis’ future sustainable development and the protection of one of Africas most important flamingo habitats’.

The Makgadikgadi wetland ecosystem is one of Africa’s largest wetlands and the most important breeding site in southern Africa for greater and lesser flamingos.  Hundreds of thousands of these birds are attracted to the wetland from all over southern Africa and beyond each year to breed. The Makgadikgadi is also a huge natural resource for a large rural community that depends on its water for drinking and subsistence agriculture, its peripheral grasslands for grazing, its soda ash and salt for local industry, and its beauty and abundance of birdlife for a growing tourism industry.  
However, the importance of the wetland is what may ultimately be its biggest problem – overuse, lack of sanitation, overgrazing and tourism are all placing growing pressures on the pan.  The impact of the large soda ash mine operating along the pan’s shores is also unknown.
Originally from a small village near Dublin, Ireland, wetland ecologist McCulloch, 31, first came to Makgadikgadi wetland in 1994.  In 2003, he completed a PhD on the ecology of the wetland and its flamingo populations, and McCulloch now aims to co-ordinate a team of local participants in the long-term monitoring and conservation of this vital wetland in an effort to conserve its status as an important bird breeding site.
